Intro to Photography
Color Emphasis
Objective:  To explore the use of color to create color contrast to draw emphasis to a subject.  You will also use color to create color harmony in another image. 
Assignment Instruction:  Find a subject that has color (no people or animals).  Your job will be easier if you choose a small subject.  You will photograph this subject in two different ways.

1 – You will photograph this subject utilizing color to draw emphasis to your subject.


2 – You will photograph this subject showing good use of color harmony.

Your subject must remain the same for the whole assignment.  You will find that your background will then need to change in color.  Think also about more than just color.  Consider texture, shape and patterns in you background.  It doesn’t have to be a blank color.  Make the background interesting and relevant to your subject.
Shoot at least one roll of color print film (C-41).  Have a lab develop and print your images.

Choose one print showing color contrast and one print showing color harmony.  Prepare your prints for class presentation.  Your prints must be at least 5x7 in size and must be mounted.  You may mount them separately or individually.
