Intro to Photography
Digital Assignment 2
The class will divide into 4 teams.  Each team will work together and be graded as one.  Teamwork and team member communication is important to the success of the team.

Two teams will be photographing at a time.  These teams are competing against each other.  The object is to find the most creative, unique and unusual image they can around campus in a 15 minute time period.  Each team will return with only one image on their camera.  All other images are to be deleted by the team before they return.
The image from the two teams will be reviewed by the two teams that were not shooting.  They are the judges as to which team met the image requirements the best and whose image is the stronger of the two.  Only one image may be chosen as the winner per round.  The winning team receives a point.  The judges must agree on which image is to be the winner.  They must present which image is the winner and state their reasons as to why they chose that image over the other.
The two teams that acted as judges now go out and shoot their shot.  The teams whose images were just judged will be the judge of the teams that are now shooting.  After the first round, the judging will be done while the other two teams are shooting.  Then they will switch.
After 8 rotations, the total points will be tallied for each team.  The teams will receive points based on their rank:  1st place = 20 points, 2nd place = 18 points, 3rd place = 16 point, 4th place = 14 points.
