Intro to Photography
Digital Capture Introduction
Objective:  To get a general introduction to digital photography, including new settings such as White Balance and the basic menu functions.

Assignment Instruction:  What you will be photographing are everyday objects.  You will try to transform them by photographing them in a particular way.  Find familiar or commonplace objects, areas, etc.  Try to photograph these things in a way that makes them look different than we are used to seeing them.  You can do this by getting up high and looking down, getting low and looking up, by getting very close to the object, by photographing only a portion of the object, by putting the object in a setting that is unusual for it that would be surprising to the viewer.  You can change the way something is lit and change the way it looks entirely.  Quite often an inanimate object can take on an anthropomorphic (or humanly) quality by the way you photograph it.  Look at things in a different way, and try to imagine how the camera will transform the place or object into a photograph of interest to the viewer.

Pick your best image that depicts your subject as it is shown in a new and exciting way.  Have it printed 5x7 at a lab and bring it in to class.  Also have a disc of all your images ready to turn in with your print.  Shoot at least 36 images.  Don’t be afraid to shot many more than that.  Shoot on Manual exposure only.  Auto focus in okay to use.  Shoot with the image quality on Medium Compressed JPG.  Complete the list below while photographing (at least 1 image per item).
