Intro to Photography

Photographer Report and Oral Presentation

Report Assignment:


You will research biographical and historical information on photographer you select.   Information on this photographer should be readily available in libraries, videos or magazines.  This should be a historic photographer whose work or invention has contributed to the art, business or general understanding of photography.

You will also study the photographer’s images, looking at style, quality of light and composition.  You will write a report on and about this photographer.  Please include only one page of background information (where the photographer is from, how the photographer learned photography, etc.).  I do not want more than one page of biographical information.

Also include at least four (4) images that you find best represent that photographer.  Include copies of the four (4) images and at least two (2) pages critiquing them.  Be sure to include specific references to the six qualities of light and elements of composition as well as your personal thoughts about the images.  Please give us your thoughts and feelings and not statements from art critiques.  Consider the following questions.  

· How did the photographer’s style, technique and content change over time?

· What is it about the photographer’s style that sets them apart?

· What do the images tell us about his/her values or feelings?

· Does his/her work give us an insight into human nature or natural beauty?

· Does the photographer manipulate our perception?  How?

· Has this photographer’s work made any contribution to the advancement of photography?

· What can be learned from his/her work?

· Does anything in his/her work appear in your own?


The report is to be double spaced with regular margins and font size.  You will be graded on the detail and quality of the background information and thoughtfulness in writing your critiques.

The report is to include:

· Three (3) typed pages of information, plus extra pages for copies of the images.

· At least 3 references on the works sited page.  One must be a book.

· A 5 minute oral presentation of photographer with examples of his/her works.

This report is due in two (2) weeks.
