Qualities of Light
In-class Activity – Working with Available Light
Having just learned about the six different qualities of light, you will now demonstrate your understanding by participating in an in-class activity.
In a small group you will search through magazines in search of images that show good use of the quality of light.  Your group will show the instructor 1 image for each individual in your group.  Once you have passed off this requirement, you will proceed to the shooting section.

In your same small group you will visit areas around campus in search of different lighting qualities.  Many different and unique qualities of light can be found around the grounds and in the buildings on campus.  You will locate, identify, modify and photograph using each of these different qualities of light.  Shoot as many images as you need, but bring back only 1 per student in the group.  Delete the rejected images.
The qualities you will find first in magazines, then shooting, are:

· Specular Light

· 3 different subjects photographed under specular light.

· Diffuse

· 3 different subjects photographed under diffuse light.

· Direction
· 3 different subjects photographed showing three different directions of light.

· Color

· 3 different subjects photographed under three different colors of light.

· Put your white balance on daylight for this section.

· Contrast

· 2 different subjects photographed to illustrate high lighting contrast.

· 2 different subjects photographed to illustrate low lighting contrast.

· Brightness

· 1 image illustrating lower than “normal” brightness.
· 1 image illustrating higher than “normal” brightness.

Remember the six qualities of light:  Direction, Specular, Diffuse, Color, Contrast, and Brightness.  Be prepared to participate and provide your input and understanding of each of them.


This activity is not optional and there will be no makeup.
