Still life Photography Assignment

The goal of this project is to help you be deliberate in your placement of objects/subjects within your frame.  You are going to explore space by creating a small set and using objects you can hold in your hands.  These still life or table top constructions can be on a table, on a floor, inside, outside, whatever.  The point is for you to use found objects to construct images, as if you were a painter or illustrator filling in a blank surface.  Start with a clean surface, add texture and light, and make layers.  Do whatever you wish.  Use objects like:  fabric, fruit, books, marbles, dirt, paint, wax, hair, jewelry, toys, flowers, bottles, cut outs, trash, bones, glass, anything at all.  Arrange these in your frame in ways that please your eye.  Think about 2-D design principles, but better yet, trust your eye.  Think about balance and symmetry, positive and negative space.  Just keep playing with it until it feels right.  When you’ve exhausted one location, move on to another.


You will be shooting a minimum of one Black & White roll of film.  Meter with your gray card, bracket and take good notes.  Also, don’t forget about your basic camera controls; they also add to the overall composition of your photographs.  Have fun and happy shooting!!!
