Objective

Assignment Instruction:
At the chosen location, you will photograph the area as you want taking care to complete the list below.  The subject matter is completely open to you.

· 1 Close-up shot (closer than 2 feet)
· 1 shot from a point of view that is not eye-level
· 1 shot using rule of thirds
· 1 shot showing pattern
· 1 shot that is visually complex

If you are shooting film, take your film to a photo lab and have them scan the images to CD.  Your digital images will need to be renamed so they are labeled properly.  Bring your 5 images in on CD or thumb drive.  Put the JPG image files only on the CD.  No slide shows, iPhoto Libraries, PowerPoint presentations, etc. will be accepted.
