Final Project – Photo Essay Assignment
Objective
Through the semester you have learned not only exposure, composition and lighting, but you have developed your own personal style of photography.   In your own style, you will create a series of images that are designed to be displayed together to tell a story; a photo essay.
Assignment Instruction:
Pre-Shooting Requirements: (10 Points)
Find and study two photo essays from master photographers, such as W. Eugene Smith, Robert Capa, Mary Ellen Mark, Dorthea Lange, Sebastiao Salgado, Lewis Hine and others.  Analyze their style, how they approach their subject, and their photographic technique.  What elements of their work can you apply to your own?  Is there something about their work that is unique, unusual, or creative?
The subject you choose must reflect your chosen major.  The objective is to tell us about the field you are studying.  You will brainstorm at least 30 different ideas on how you would like to explore your subject.  Look at your list and select one idea you would like to pursue.  Write a short (1 paragraph) synopsis of your project idea.  Also write two paragraphs telling what you learned from your study of the two master photographer’s work.
Shooting Requirements:  (50 Points)
Using your idea from above, create a series of images to tell your story:
· At least 6 prints are required.  Electronic presentations are not allowed.
· Images must be 5x7 or larger and must be mounted somehow (there are many options).
· Professional and Creative Organization and Presentation are required.
· A one page reflection on what you learned about your career path from this project.
· Images and Reflection must be uploaded to your ePortfolio site.  No credit if not uploaded!
