Objective
The object of this assignment is to help you look at the world differently.  You, as a photographer, need to see everyday objects in a new light.  The easiest way to do this is to look at them closer than you ever have before or farther away than you usually do.
Assignment Instruction:
	For this assignment you will find objects to photograph.  You will photograph the same object twice:  Once showing it close to you; the other showing it far away from you.  Feel free to change your compositions and lighting to capture the image the way you want.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Organize your digital images into the sets of two (one near and one far).  You will turn in your best set of near and far (total 2 images).  Bring your images in on CD or Thumb Drive.  If you are shooting film, have your lab scan your images to accomplish this.
