Intro to Photography
Photographing People Assignment

Objective
The objective of this assignment is to learn to see the light as it interacts with people’s faces.
Assignment Instruction:
	In this assignment you will explore photographing people using portrait lighting patterns.  For this assignment you may photograph anyone you like, but you will need to use this same person for the whole assignment.
You will photograph your subject using all the different lighting patterns.  Remember there are five of them: Butterfly, Loop Light, Rembrandt, Side Light, and Backlight (Silhouette).  A lighting pattern is created when the light hits the subject’s face and casts a shadow.  The direction and position of the shadows is what determines the lighting pattern.  You should take about 36 shots exploring different compositions and poses.
Remember that controlling the light in portraiture does not necessarily mean you need to be in a studio for your portraits.  You may be outdoors with natural light as well.  It is simply the art of creating a pose, setting the scene and controlling the lighting.
	You will turn in five (5) 4x6 prints total.  You will turn in 1 print for each lighting pattern.  Each print should demonstrate your best use of that particular lighting pattern.  You may print your portraits in color or black & white.
