Intro to Photography
The Quality of Light
Objective
We, as photographers, need to always be aware of what is making our pictures - light.  We cannot make a photograph without light.  It is as necessary an ingredient as our camera and our film.  But many times light is overlooked, or not given the importance it deserves.  The quality of light will make a picture be great or mediocre.  Light creates a mood.  Light defines our subject.  Light defines space and texture.  It is such an important element in the photograph that it must be in our consciousness...and eventually in our subconscious.
Each time we click the shutter we need to ask ourselves where the light is.  Is it in front, behind, or to the side of our subject, and what effect will it have?  What is the quality of that light?  Is it a soft window light, a diffused sky light, or the harsh light of the midday sun?  This assignment is to learn about light and become aware of it.
Assignment Instruction:
It is important to understand that light reacts differently when it hits shiny objects and dull object.  Your objective is to explore these differences.
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Create a Still Life (a little scene that you set up completely) using at least one metal, shiny object and at least one very dull object in the same scene.
Photograph your Still Life showing different qualities of light using color print film.  I recommend shooting outside on a bright and sunny day.  Take a series of photographs of your still life practicing modifying the six individual qualities of light.
· Print 1 showing specular light.
· Print 1 showing diffuse light.
Print your images at your favorite lab (4x6’s are fine).  Bring the above 2 images to critique and turn in.  Please have them labeled.
