Intro to Photography

Extra Credit Ideas
Objective:  To expand your understanding of photography beyond the basics in an area of photography that is of significance to you.  The extra credit work must be something above and beyond what we cover in class.  It will take extra effort on your past to learn the skills needed to accomplish the work.
Assignment Outline:  The student will write up their own assignment outline for any extra credit work.   All extra credit work must be centered on actually photographing something.  Reports and Photoshop work are not eligible for extra credit. The write up will include the following thing:

· An Objective – What you hope to learn by doing the assignment.
· An Outline – Include how you plan to prepare for and photograph the assignment.  This might include research into special techniques or leaning how to do new things as well as the actual photographing.
· Timeline – How long you will have to complete the assignment.  Include a due date.
· Grading – Include grading criteria.  How many point is the assignment worth and how are the points earned?  Please note that extra credit assignments are worth at most 5 points.
Approval:  All extra credit assignments must be approved in writing before you can do them.   Turn in your outline for approval.  Once you get the go ahead, you may begin work on the extra credit assignment.
